WARNING PASSAGES

Hebrews 2:1-4—*“Therefore we must pay much closer attention to what we have heard,
lest we drift away from it. For since the message declared by angels proved to be
reliable and every transgression or disobedience received a just retribution, how shall
we escape if we neglect such a great salvation? It was declared at first by the Lord, and it
was attested to us by those who heard, while God also bore witness by signs and
wonders and various miracles and by gifts of the Holy Spirit distributed according to his
will.”

Hebrews 3:4—“And we are his house if indeed we hold fast our confidence and our
boasting in our hope.”

Hebrews 3:12-14—“Take care, brothers, lest there be in any of you an evil, unbelieving
heart, leading you to fall away from the living God. But exhort one another every day, as
long as it is called “today,” that none of you may be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin.
For we share in Christ, if indeed we hold our original confidence firm to the end.”

Hebrews 4:1, 11—“Therefore, while the promise of entering his rest still stands, let us
fear lest any of you should seem to have failed to reach it... Let us therefore strive to
enter that rest, so that no one may fall by the same sort of disobedience.”

Hebrews 6:4-8—*“For it is impossible to restore again to repentance those who have once
been enlightened, who have tasted the heavenly gift, and have shared in the Holy

Spirit, and have tasted the goodness of the word of God and the powers of the age to
come, if they then fall away, since they are crucifying once again the Son of God to their
own harm and holding him up to contempt. For land that has drunk the rain that often
falls on it, and produces a crop useful to those for whose sake it is cultivated, receives a
blessing from God. But if it bears thorns and thistles, it is worthless and near to being
cursed, and its end is to be burned.”

Hebrews 10:26-31—*For if we go on sinning deliberately after receiving the knowledge
of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins, but a fearful expectation of
judgment, and a fury of fire that will consume the adversaries. Anyone who has set
aside the law of Moses dies without mercy on the evidence of two or three witnesses.

How much worse punishment, do you think, will be deserved by the one who has
spurned the Son of God, and has profaned the blood of the covenant by which he was
sanctified, and has outraged the Spirit of grace? For we know him who said, “Vengeance
is mine; I will repay.” And again, “The Lord will judge his people.” It is a fearful thing to
fall into the hands of the living God.”

Hebrews 12:25-29—See that you do not refuse him who is speaking. For if they did not
escape when they refused him who warned them on earth, much less will we escape if
we reject him who warns from heaven. At that time his voice shook the earth, but now
he has promised, “Yet once more I will shake not only the earth but also the heavens.”
This phrase, “Yet once more,” indicates the removal of things that are shaken—that is,
things that have been made—in order that the things that cannot be shaken may remain.




Therefore let us be grateful for receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, and thus let
us offer to God acceptable worship, with reverence and awe, for our God is a consuming
fire.”

Acts 20:28-32—“Pay careful attention to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the
Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to care for the church of God, which he obtained
with his own blood. I know that after my departure fierce wolves will come in among
you, not sparing the flock; and from among your own selves will arise men speaking
twisted things, to draw away the disciples after them. Therefore be alert, remembering
that for three years I did not cease night or day to admonish everyone with tears. And
now I commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up
and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified.”

Romans 8:12-13—*“So then, brothers, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to
the flesh. For if you live according to the flesh you will die, but if by the Spirit you put to
death the deeds of the body, you will live.”

Romans 11:19-22—*“Then you will say, “Branches were broken off so that I might be
grafted in.” That is true. They were broken off because of their unbelief, but you stand
fast through faith. So do not become proud, but stand in awe. For if God did not spare
the natural branches, neither will he spare you. Note then the kindness and the severity
of God: severity toward those who have fallen, but God's kindness to you, provided you
continue in his kindness. Otherwise you too will be cut off.”

I Corinthians 3:16-17—*Do you not know that you are God's temple and that God's
Spirit dwells in you? If anyone destroys God's temple, God will destroy him. For God's
temple is holy, and you are that temple.”

I Corinthians 6:9-11—*“Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the
kingdom of God? Do not be deceived: neither the sexually immoral, nor idolaters, nor
adulterers, nor men who practice homosexuality, nor thieves, nor the greedy, nor
drunkards, nor revilers, nor swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God. And such were
some of you. But you were washed, you were sanctified, you were justified in the name
of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God.”

I Corinthians 9:23-27—¢I do it all for the sake of the gospel, that I may share with them
in its blessings. Do you not know that in a race all the runners compete, but only one
receives the prize? So run that you may obtain it. Every athlete exercises self-control in
all things. They do it to receive a perishable wreath, but we an imperishable. So I do not
run aimlessly; I do not box as one beating the air. But I discipline my body and keep it
under control, lest after preaching to others I myself should be disqualified.”

I Corinthians 10:5-6, 11-12—*“Nevertheless, with most of them God was not pleased, for
they were overthrown in the wilderness. Now these things took place as examples for
us, that we might not desire evil as they did...Now these things happened to them as an
example, but they were written down for our instruction, on whom the end of the ages
has come. Therefore let anyone who thinks that he stands take heed lest he fall.”




I Corinthians 11:27-32—*“Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the
Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of profaning the body and blood of the Lord.
Let a person examine himself, then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For
anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on

himself. That is why many of you are weak and ill, and some have died. But if we
judged ourselves truly, we would not be judged. But when we are judged by the Lord,
we are disciplined so that we may not be condemned along with the world.”

I Corinthians 15:1-2—“Now I would remind you, brothers, of the gospel I preached to
you, which you received, in which you stand, and by which you are being saved, if you
hold fast to the word I preached to you—unless you believed in vain.”

I Corinthians 16:22—“If anyone has no love for the Lord, let him be accursed. Our Lord,
come!”

II Corinthians 13:5-6—*“Examine yourselves, to see whether you are in the faith. Test
yourselves. Or do you not realize this about yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you?—
unless indeed you fail to meet the test! I hope you will find out that we have not failed
the test.”

Galatians 1:8-9—“But even if we or an angel from heaven should preach to you a gospel
contrary to the one we preached to you, let him be accursed. As we have said before, so
now I say again: If anyone is preaching to you a gospel contrary to the one you received,
let him be accursed.”

Galatians 5:19-21—“Now the works of the flesh are evident: sexual immorality,
impurity, sensuality, idolatry, sorcery, enmity, strife, jealousy, fits of anger, rivalries,
dissensions, divisions, envy, drunkenness, orgies, and things like these. I warn you, as I
warned you before, that those who do such things will not inherit the kingdom of God.”

Galatians 6:7-10—*Do not be deceived: God is not mocked, for whatever one sows, that
will he also reap. For the one who sows to his own flesh will from the flesh reap
corruption, but the one who sows to the Spirit will from the Spirit reap eternal life. And
let us not grow weary of doing good, for in due season we will reap, if we do not give up.

So then, as we have opportunity, let us do good to everyone, and especially to those who
are of the household of faith.”

Ephesians 6:5-9—*“Slaves, obey your earthly masters with fear and trembling, with a
sincere heart, as you would Christ, not by the way of eye-service, as people-pleasers, but
as servants of Christ, doing the will of God from the heart, rendering service with a good
will as to the Lord and not to man, knowing that whatever good anyone does, this he will
receive back from the Lord, whether he is a slave or free. Masters, do the same to them,
and stop your threatening, knowing that he who is both their Master and yours is in
heaven, and that there is no partiality with him.”

Philippians 3:17-21—*“Brothers, join in imitating me, and keep your eyes on those who
walk according to the example you have in us. For many, of whom I have often told you
and now tell you even with tears, walk as enemies of the cross of Christ. Their end is




destruction, their god is their belly, and they glory in their shame, with minds set on
earthly things. But our citizenship is in heaven, and from it we await a Savior, the Lord
Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body to be like his glorious body, by the
power that enables him even to subject all things to himself.”

Colossians 1:21-23—*“And you, who once were alienated and hostile in mind, doing evil
deeds, he has now reconciled in his body of flesh by his death, in order to present you
holy and blameless and above reproach before him, if indeed you continue in the faith,
stable and steadfast, not shifting from the hope of the gospel that you heard, which has
been proclaimed in all creation under heaven, and of which I, Paul, became a minister.”

Colossians 3:5-7— Put to death therefore what is earthly in you: sexual immorality,
impurity, passion, evil desire, and covetousness, which is idolatry. On account of these
the wrath of God is coming. In these you too once walked, when you were living in
them.”

Colossians 3:22-25—*“Slaves, obey in everything those who are your earthly masters, not
by way of eye-service, as people-pleasers, but with sincerity of heart, fearing the Lord.
Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for men, knowing that from
the Lord you will receive the inheritance as your reward. You are serving the Lord
Christ. For the wrongdoer will be paid back for the wrong he has done, and there is no
partiality.”

I Thessalonians 4:1-8—*“Finally, then, brothers, we ask and urge you in the Lord Jesus,
that as you received from us how you ought to live and to please God, just as you are
doing, that you do so more and more. For you know what instructions we gave you
through the Lord Jesus. For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you abstain
from sexual immorality; that each one of you know how to control his own body in
holiness and honor, not in the passion of lust like the Gentiles who do not know

God; that no one transgress and wrong his brother in this matter, because the Lord is an
avenger in all these things, as we told you beforehand and solemnly warned you. For
God has not called us for impurity, but in holiness. Therefore whoever disregards this,
disregards not man but God, who gives his Holy Spirit to you.”

II Thessalonians 3:13-15—*As for you, brothers, do not grow weary in doing good. If
anyone does not obey what we say in this letter, take note of that person, and have
nothing to do with him, that he may be ashamed. Do not regard him as an enemy, but
warn him as a brother.”

I Timothy 1:18-20—*This charge I entrust to you, Timothy, my child, in accordance with
the prophecies previously made about you, that by them you may wage the good
warfare, holding faith and a good conscience. By rejecting this, some have made
shipwreck of their faith, among whom are Hymenaeus and Alexander, whom I have
handed over to Satan that they may learn not to blaspheme.”

II Timothy 2:11-13—*The saying is trustworthy, for: If we have died with him, we will
also live with him; if we endure, we will also reign with him; if we deny him, he also will
deny us; if we are faithless, he remains faithful—for he cannot deny himself.”




Titus 3:8-11—*“The saying is trustworthy, and I want you to insist on these things, so
that those who have believed in God may be careful to devote themselves to good works.
These things are excellent and profitable for people. But avoid foolish controversies,
genealogies, dissensions, and quarrels about the law, for they are unprofitable and
worthless. As for a person who stirs up division, after warning him once and then twice,
have nothing more to do with him, knowing that such a person is warped and sinful; he
is self-condemned.”

James 2:8-13—*If you really fulfill the royal law according to the Scripture, “You shall
love your neighbor as yourself,” you are doing well. But if you show partiality, you are
committing sin and are convicted by the law as transgressors. For whoever keeps the
whole law but fails in one point has become accountable for all of it. For he who said,
“Do not commit adultery,” also said, “Do not murder.” If you do not commit adultery
but do murder, you have become a transgressor of the law. So speak and so act as those
who are to be judged under the law of liberty. For judgment is without mercy to one
who has shown no mercy. Mercy triumphs over judgment.”

James 4:1-4—“What causes quarrels and what causes fights among you? Is it not this,
that your passions are at war within you? You desire and do not have, so you murder.
You covet and cannot obtain, so you fight and quarrel. You do not have, because you do
not ask. You ask and do not receive, because you ask wrongly, to spend it on your
passions. You adulterous people! Do you not know that friendship with the world is
enmity with God? Therefore whoever wishes to be a friend of the world makes himself
an enemy of God.”

I Peter 1:13-17—*“Therefore, preparing your minds for action, and being sober-minded,
set your hope fully on the grace that will be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus
Christ. As obedient children, do not be conformed to the passions of your former
ignorance, but as he who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, since it
is written, “You shall be holy, for I am holy.” And if you call on him as Father who
judges impartially according to each one's deeds, conduct yourselves with fear
throughout the time of your exile.”

I Peter 4:17-18—“For it is time for judgment to begin at the household of God; and if it
begins with us, what will be the outcome for those who do not obey the gospel of God?
And, if the righteous is scarcely saved, what will become of the ungodly and the sinner?”

II Peter 2:19-22—*“They promise them freedom, but they themselves are slaves of
corruption. For whatever overcomes a person, to that he is enslaved. For if, after they
have escaped the defilements of the world through the knowledge of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ, they are again entangled in them and overcome, the last state has
become worse for them than the first. For it would have been better for them never to
have known the way of righteousness than after knowing it to turn back from the holy
commandment delivered to them. What the true proverb says has happened to them:
“The dog returns to its own vomit, and the sow, after washing herself, returns to wallow
in the mire.”




II Peter 3:17—You therefore, beloved, knowing this beforehand, take care that you are
not carried away with the error of lawless people and lose your own stability.”

I John 1:6, 8, 10—“If we say we have fellowship with him while we walk in darkness, we
lie and do not practice the truth...If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the
truth is not in us...If we say we have not sinned, we make him a liar, and his word is not
inus.”

I John 2:4—“Whoever says “I know him” but does not keep his commandments is a liar,
and the truth is not in him.”

I John 2:9-11—“Whoever says he is in the light and hates his brother is still in darkness.
Whoever loves his brother abides in the light, and in him there is no cause for
stumbling. But whoever hates his brother is in the darkness and walks in the darkness,
and does not know where he is going, because the darkness has blinded his eyes.”

I John 2:15-17—“Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the
world, the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world—the desires of the
flesh and the desires of the eyes and pride in possessions—is not from the Father but is
from the world. And the world is passing away along with its desires, but whoever does
the will of God abides forever.”

I John 3:15—“Everyone who hates his brother is a murderer, and you know that no
murderer has eternal life abiding in him.”

I John 4:8—“Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is love.”

I John 4:20—“If anyone says, “I love God,” and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who
does not love his brother whom he has seen cannot love God whom he has not seen.
And this commandment we have from him: whoever loves God must also love his
brother.”

II John 6-11—“And this is love, that we walk according to his commandments; this is the
commandment, just as you have heard from the beginning, so that you should walk in it.
For many deceivers have gone out into the world, those who do not confess the coming
of Jesus Christ in the flesh. Such a one is the deceiver and the antichrist. Watch
yourselves, so that you may not lose what we have worked for, but may win a full
reward. Everyone who goes on ahead and does not abide in the teaching of Christ, does
not have God. Whoever abides in the teaching has both the Father and the Son. If
anyone comes to you and does not bring this teaching, do not receive him into your
house or give him any greeting, for whoever greets him takes part in his wicked works.”

Revelation 22:18-19—*I warn everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of this
book: if anyone adds to them, God will add to him the plagues described in this book,
and if anyone takes away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God will take
away his share in the tree of life and in the holy city, which are described in this book.”




Matthew 5:17-20—*“Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I
have not come to abolish them but to fulfill them. For truly, I say to you, until heaven
and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass from the Law until all is
accomplished. Therefore whoever relaxes one of the least of these commandments and
teaches others to do the same will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but whoever
does them and teaches them will be called great in the kingdom of heaven. For I tell
you, unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never
enter the kingdom of heaven.”

Matthew 6:14-15—“For if you forgive others their trespasses, your heavenly Father will
also forgive you, but if you do not forgive others their trespasses, neither will your
Father forgive your trespasses.”

Matthew 7:13-14—“Enter by the narrow gate. For the gate is wide and the way is easy
that leads to destruction, and those who enter by it are many. For the gate is narrow
and the way is hard that leads to life, and those who find it are few.”

Matthew 7:21-27—*“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,” will enter the kingdom of
heaven, but the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. On that day many
will say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your name, and cast out demons in
your name, and do many mighty works in your name?’ And then will I declare to them,
‘I never knew you; depart from me, you workers of lawlessness.” Everyone then who
hears these words of mine and does them will be like a wise man who built his house on
the rock. And the rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and beat on that
house, but it did not fall, because it had been founded on the rock. And everyone who
hears these words of mine and does not do them will be like a foolish man who built his
house on the sand. And the rain fell, and the floods came, and the winds blew and beat
against that house, and it fell, and great was the fall of it.”

Matthew 10:26-39—*“So have no fear of them, for nothing is covered that will not be
revealed, or hidden that will not be known. What I tell you in the dark, say in the light,
and what you hear whispered, proclaim on the housetops. And do not fear those who
kill the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather fear him who can destroy both soul and
body in hell. Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? And not one of them will fall to
the ground apart from your Father. But even the hairs of your head are all numbered.
Fear not, therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows. So everyone who
acknowledges me before men, I also will acknowledge before my Father who is in
heaven, but whoever denies me before men, I also will deny before my Father who is in
heaven. “Do not think that I have come to bring peace to the earth. I have not come to
bring peace, but a sword. For I have come to set a man against his father, and a
daughter against her mother, and a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law. And a
person's enemies will be those of his own household. Whoever loves father or mother
more than me is not worthy of me, and whoever loves son or daughter more than me is
not worthy of me. And whoever does not take his cross and follow me is not worthy of
me. Whoever finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for my sake will find it.”

Matthew 16:24-27—“Then Jesus told his disciples, “If anyone would come after me, let
him deny himself and take up his cross and follow me. For whoever would save his life



will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake will find it. For what will it profit a
man if he gains the whole world and forfeits his soul? Or what shall a man give in return
for his soul? For the Son of Man is going to come with his angels in the glory of his
Father, and then he will repay each person according to what he has done.”

Matthew 18:3-9—“Truly, I say to you, unless you turn and become like children, you will
never enter the kingdom of heaven. Whoever humbles himself like this child is the
greatest in the kingdom of heaven. Whoever receives one such child in my name
receives me, but whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in me to sin, it
would be better for him to have a great millstone fastened around his neck and to be
drowned in the depth of the sea. “Woe to the world for temptations to sin! For it is
necessary that temptations come, but woe to the one by whom the temptation comes!
And if your hand or your foot causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better
for you to enter life crippled or lame than with two hands or two feet to be thrown into
the eternal fire. And if your eye causes you to sin, tear it out and throw it away. It is
better for you to enter life with one eye than with two eyes to be thrown into the hell of
fire.”

Matthew 18:23-35—*“Therefore the kingdom of heaven may be compared to a king who
wished to settle accounts with his servants. When he began to settle, one was brought to
him who owed him ten thousand talents. And since he could not pay, his master
ordered him to be sold, with his wife and children and all that he had, and payment to
be made. So the servant fell on his knees, imploring him, ‘Have patience with me, and I
will pay you everything.” And out of pity for him, the master of that servant released
him and forgave him the debt. But when that same servant went out, he found one of
his fellow servants who owed him a hundred denarii, and seizing him, he began to choke
him, saying, ‘Pay what you owe.” So his fellow servant fell down and pleaded with him,
‘Have patience with me, and I will pay you.” He refused and went and put him in prison
until he should pay the debt. When his fellow servants saw what had taken place, they
were greatly distressed, and they went and reported to their master all that had taken
place. Then his master summoned him and said to him, ‘You wicked servant! I forgave
you all that debt because you pleaded with me. And should not you have had mercy on
your fellow servant, as I had mercy on you?’ And in anger his master delivered him to
the jailers, until he should pay all his debt. So also my heavenly Father will do to every
one of you, if you do not forgive your brother from your heart.”

Matthew 24:9-14—*“Then they will deliver you up to tribulation and put you to death,
and you will be hated by all nations for my name's sake. And then many will fall away
and betray one another and hate one another. And many false prophets will arise and
lead many astray. And because lawlessness will be increased, the love of many will grow
cold. But the one who endures to the end will be saved. And this gospel of the kingdom
will be proclaimed throughout the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then
the end will come.”

Matthew 24:42-51—“Therefore, stay awake, for you do not know on what day your Lord
is coming. But know this, that if the master of the house had known in what part of the
night the thief was coming, he would have stayed awake and would not have let his
house be broken into. Therefore you also must be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at




an hour you do not expect. Who then is the faithful and wise servant, whom his master
has set over his household, to give them their food at the proper time? Blessed is that
servant whom his master will find so doing when he comes. Truly, I say to you, he will
set him over all his possessions. But if that wicked servant says to himself, ‘My master is
delayed,” and begins to beat his fellow servants and eats and drinks with drunkards, the
master of that servant will come on a day when he does not expect him and at an hour
he does not know and will cut him in pieces and put him with the hypocrites. In that
place there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.”

Mark 8:34-38—“And calling the crowd to him with his disciples, he said to them, “If
anyone would come after me, let him deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.

For whoever would save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake and
the gospel's will save it. For what does it profit a man to gain the whole world and
forfeit his soul? For what can a man give in return for his soul? For whoever is
ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous and sinful generation, of him will the
Son of Man also be ashamed when he comes in the glory of his Father with the holy
angels.”

Mark 9:42-50—“Whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in me to sin, it
would be better for him if a great millstone were hung around his neck and he were
thrown into the sea. And if your hand causes you to sin, cut it off. It is better for you to
enter life crippled than with two hands to go to hell, to the unquenchable fire. And if
your foot causes you to sin, cut it off. It is better for you to enter life lame than with two
feet to be thrown into hell. And if your eye causes you to sin, tear it out. It is better for
you to enter the kingdom of God with one eye than with two eyes to be thrown into hell,

‘where their worm does not die and the fire is not quenched.” For everyone will be
salted with fire. Salt is good, but if the salt has lost its saltiness, how will you make it
salty again? Have salt in yourselves, and be at peace with one another.”

Mark 11:25—“And whenever you stand praying, forgive, if you have anything against
anyone, so that your Father also who is in heaven may forgive you your trespasses.”

Mark 13:13—“And you will be hated by all for my name's sake. But the one who endures
to the end will be saved.”

Mark 13:32-37—“But concerning that day or that hour, no one knows, not even the
angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father. Be on guard, keep awake. For you
do not know when the time will come. It is like a man going on a journey, when he
leaves home and puts his servants in charge, each with his work, and commands the
doorkeeper to stay awake. Therefore stay awake—for you do not know when the master
of the house will come, in the evening, or at midnight, or when the rooster crows, or in
the morning—lest he come suddenly and find you asleep. 37 And what I say to you I say
to all: Stay awake.”

Luke 6:46-49—“Why do you call me ‘Lord, Lord,” and not do what I tell you? Everyone
who comes to me and hears my words and does them, I will show you what he is like: he
is like a man building a house, who dug deep and laid the foundation on the rock. And
when a flood arose, the stream broke against that house and could not shake it, because



it had been well built. But the one who hears and does not do them is like a man who
built a house on the ground without a foundation. When the stream broke against it,
immediately it fell, and the ruin of that house was great.”

Luke 8:16-18—“No one after lighting a lamp covers it with a jar or puts it under a bed,
but puts it on a stand, so that those who enter may see the light. For nothing is hidden
that will not be made manifest, nor is anything secret that will not be known and come
to light. Take care then how you hear, for to the one who has, more will be given, and
from the one who has not, even what he thinks that he has will be taken away.”

Luke 9:23-26—*“And he said to all, “If anyone would come after me, let him deny himself
and take up his cross daily and follow me. For whoever would save his life will lose it,
but whoever loses his life for my sake will save it. For what does it profit a man if he
gains the whole world and loses or forfeits himself? For whoever is ashamed of me and
of my words, of him will the Son of Man be ashamed when he comes in his glory and the
glory of the Father and of the holy angels.”

Luke 12:8-10—“And I tell you, everyone who acknowledges me before men, the Son of
Man also will acknowledge before the angels of God, but the one who denies me before
men will be denied before the angels of God. And everyone who speaks a word against
the Son of Man will be forgiven, but the one who blasphemes against the Holy Spirit will
not be forgiven.”

Luke 12:35-48—*Stay dressed for action and keep your lamps burning, and be like men
who are waiting for their master to come home from the wedding feast, so that they may
open the door to him at once when he comes and knocks. Blessed are those servants
whom the master finds awake when he comes. Truly, I say to you, he will dress himself
for service and have them recline at table, and he will come and serve them. If he comes
in the second watch, or in the third, and finds them awake, blessed are those servants!

But know this, that if the master of the house had known at what hour the thief was
coming, he would not have left his house to be broken into. You also must be ready, for
the Son of Man is coming at an hour you do not expect. Peter said, “Lord, are you
telling this parable for us or for all?” And the Lord said, “Who then is the faithful and
wise manager, whom his master will set over his household, to give them their portion
of food at the proper time? Blessed is that servant whom his master will find so doing
when he comes. Truly, I say to you, he will set him over all his possessions. But if that
servant says to himself, ‘My master is delayed in coming,” and begins to beat the male
and female servants, and to eat and drink and get drunk, the master of that servant will
come on a day when he does not expect him and at an hour he does not know, and will
cut him in pieces and put him with the unfaithful. And that servant who knew his
master's will but did not get ready or act according to his will, will receive a severe
beating. But the one who did not know, and did what deserved a beating, will receive a
light beating. Everyone to whom much was given, of him much will be required, and
from him to whom they entrusted much, they will demand the more.”

Luke 13:1-9—“There were some present at that very time who told him about the
Galileans whose blood Pilate had mingled with their sacrifices. And he answered them,
“Do you think that these Galileans were worse sinners than all the other Galileans,



because they suffered in this way? No, I tell you; but unless you repent, you will all
likewise perish. Or those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell and killed them: do
you think that they were worse offenders than all the others who lived in Jerusalem?
No, I tell you; but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.” And he told this
parable: “A man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard, and he came seeking fruit on it
and found none. And he said to the vinedresser, ‘Look, for three years now I have come
seeking fruit on this fig tree, and I find none. Cut it down. Why should it use up the
ground?’ And he answered him, ‘Sir, let it alone this year also, until I dig around it and
put on manure. Then if it should bear fruit next year, well and good; but if not, you can
cut it down.”

Luke 13:22-30—“He went on his way through towns and villages, teaching and
journeying toward Jerusalem. And someone said to him, “Lord, will those who are
saved be few?” And he said to them, “Strive to enter through the narrow door. For many,
I tell you, will seek to enter and will not be able. When once the master of the house has
risen and shut the door, and you begin to stand outside and to knock at the door, saying,
‘Lord, open to us,’ then he will answer you, ‘I do not know where you come from.” Then
you will begin to say, ‘We ate and drank in your presence, and you taught in our streets.’

But he will say, ‘I tell you, I do not know where you come from. Depart from me, all you
workers of evil!” In that place there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when you see
Abraham and Isaac and Jacob and all the prophets in the kingdom of God but you
yourselves cast out. And people will come from east and west, and from north and
south, and recline at table in the kingdom of God. And behold, some are last who will be
first, and some are first who will be last.”

Luke 14:25-33—*“Now great crowds accompanied him, and he turned and said to them,
“If anyone comes to me and does not hate his own father and mother and wife and
children and brothers and sisters, yes, and even his own life, he cannot be my disciple.
Whoever does not bear his own cross and come after me cannot be my disciple. For
which of you, desiring to build a tower, does not first sit down and count the cost,
whether he has enough to complete it? Otherwise, when he has laid a foundation and is
not able to finish, all who see it begin to mock him, saying, ‘This man began to build and
was not able to finish.” Or what king, going out to encounter another king in war, will
not sit down first and deliberate whether he is able with ten thousand to meet him who
comes against him with twenty thousand? And if not, while the other is yet a great way
off, he sends a delegation and asks for terms of peace. So therefore, any one of you who
does not renounce all that he has cannot be my disciple.”

Luke 17:1-3—“And he said to his disciples, “Temptations to sin are sure to come, but
woe to the one through whom they come! It would be better for him if a millstone were
hung around his neck and he were cast into the sea than that he should cause one of
these little ones to sin. Pay attention to yourselves!”

Luke 21:34-36—But watch yourselves lest your hearts be weighed down with
dissipation and drunkenness and cares of this life, and that day come upon you
suddenly like a trap. For it will come upon all who dwell on the face of the whole earth.

But stay awake at all times, praying that you may have strength to escape all these
things that are going to take place, and to stand before the Son of Man.”




John 15:1-10—“T am the true vine, and my Father is the vinedresser. Every branch in
me that does not bear fruit he takes away, and every branch that does bear fruit he
prunes, that it may bear more fruit. Already you are clean because of the word that I
have spoken to you. Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit by itself,
unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in me. I am the vine; you
are the branches. Whoever abides in me and I in him, he it is that bears much fruit, for
apart from me you can do nothing. If anyone does not abide in me he is thrown away
like a branch and withers; and the branches are gathered, thrown into the fire, and
burned. If you abide in me, and my words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it
will be done for you. By this my Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit and so
prove to be my disciples. As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. Abide in my
love. If you keep my commandments, you will abide in my love, just as I have kept my
Father's commandments and abide in his love.”
